Rules of Base Ball 1858

Base Ball is a gentleman’s game.

There is no bunting, stealing bases, leading off bases, wagering, spit- ting, or cursing.

Base Ball is a game of fielding.

The pitcher delivers the ball where the striker requests it.

Balls and Strikes are not called unless otherwise directed by the um- pire.

The pitcher must stand with his legs crossed one hand behind the other, with the ball in front.

The fielders play the following positions until the striker has made con- tact with the ball:

First, second, and third basemen play at their bag. Left, mid, and right fielders play in the center of their Respective outfields.

Catcher plays not farther than 45 feet behind home plate. Shortstop may position himself anywhere on the field.

Rules of Play

Foul Tics are not considered strikes.

A batted ball is determined fair or foul by the umpire. All bases are in fair territory.

The Striker is out when:

a ball is caught on the fly, fair or foul.

a ball is caught on one bounce, fair or foul. three pitched balls are swung at and missed.

A Base Runner is out when:

forced at a base.

tagged out in a non-force situation. runs three feet outside of the base path.

A baserunner returns safely to base when the ball is caught on the fly. All questionable calls are arbitrated by the umpire and team captains only.   (short version) http://www.chicagosalmon.org/rules-of-1858/
